Why does Westminster have a stake in 

seminaries?  We may be getting along just 

fine right now ... but where will our next 

pastors come from? Who will lead the 

church in 10 years? 20 years?  Tomor-

row's leaders need our prayers and sup-

port today, along with our encouragement 

to attend the PC ( USA )  seminary that will 

provide the educational foundation they 

need to develop Christian disciples among 

our children, grandchildren and future 

generations.   

 

It takes seminaries and churches together 

to "equip the saints for the work of minis-

try." Seminaries can't grow leaders by 

themselves. Leadership development re-

quires a congregation-seminary partner-

ship that begins in the parish with mean-

ingful worship, mission trips, small groups, 

youth programs  and more. It continues 

as the congregation nurtures one of its 

own who identifies a call to ministry. While 

students are in seminary, congregations 

offer prayer, encouragement and on-site 

opportunities for service and experiential 

learning. As seminary graduates become 

pastors, they count on their congregations 

for greater understanding of faith, hope, 

peace, justice and love. 

 

Ten.  That s the number of seminaries 

we have in the Presbyterian Church 

( U .S.A. )  to educate and equip persons 

of faith for pastoral leadership . . . plus two 

theological institutions related to the de-

nomination by covenant agreement.  How 

do our seminaries do it? They provide a 

solid biblical foundation, historical perspec-

tive, and understanding of Reformed theol-

ogy  not to mention a Christian environ-

ment where spiritual formation can hap-

pen. In the classroom, in faculty and peer 

conversations, on site in local congrega-

tions, and through online coursework, 

tomorrow s pastors learn how to lead 

worship, preach, teach, pray, and provide 

pastoral care. 

 

While 85% of our seminary graduates go 

into parish ministry, those who feel called 

to serve the church as missionaries, Chris-

tian educators, chaplains, musicians, pas-

toral counselors, youth leaders, and more 

receive the educational foundation they 

need as well. 

 

Our seminaries also provide continuing 

education for clergy and lay leaders. They 

offer coursework leading to various doc-

toral degrees. And they serve as centers of 

research and consultation, working with 

congregations and presbyteries on issues 

and concerns of the church.

Health Care Reform: 

Q & A from the  

Presbyterian Church 

What does the PC ( USA )  Support? 

¶ For over 60 years, Presbyterian Church ( USA )  General As-

semblies have been calling for reform of the U.S. health system, 

urging the establishment of a national medical plan that will en-

sure health coverage for all persons residing in the United 

States.  

¶ The most recent General Assembly (2008 ) endorse[d] in 

principle the provision of single-payer universal health care re-

form in which health care services are privately provided and 

publicly financed... As the program that best responds to the 

moral imperative of the gospel.   

¶ Any reform plan should be guided by these values: 

 

 

 

¶ Universal Accessibility:  We believe that all people pos-

sess inherent worth as children of God, and that God s 

promise extends to all.  Health coverage must be avail-

able to all persons living in the United States, regardless 

of imcome, race or ethnicity, geography, age, gender, 

employment status, or health status  

¶ Equity:  Because the right to acquire adequate health 

care springs out of our own worth as living human be-

ings, rather than out of any particular merit or achieve-

ment belonging to some but not to others, adequate 

health care should be defined equally for all people. 

¶ Responsible Financing:  Since society has an interest in 

the health of its people, those individuals and organiza-

tions who can pay should help to finance the care for 

those individuals and families who cannot pay.  While 

concerns for the costs of health care are appropriate, 

these concerns must continually be balanced against 

the objeives of access to adequate, quality care for all.  

The sacrifice of access and quality at the shrine of cost 

containment is too high a price to pay and should not be 

tolerated. 

Does the church support socialized 

medicine? 

No, the church supports health re-

form that is privately provided an 

publically funded.  Socialized medi-

cine generally refers to health care 

systems that are run by government, in which medical 

facilities are owned by government andhealth care provid-

ers are employed by government.  PC ( USA )  General 

Assemblies have not commented on such a system, nor is 

the U.S. Congress considering such a proposal. 

 

Why does the church support single-payer? 

The single-payer health coverage envisioned by the 218th 

General Assembly is a system in which health insurance 

is publically financed, while medical care is provided by 

private practitioners.  One example of a single-payer 

health care system would be a Medicare for all  ap-

proach, though single-payer requires only that financing 

come from a single source, rather than the multiple 

sources that currently provide U.S. health coverage 

( e mployers, government, individuals, etc. ) .
