The Pendulum of Theology by Rev. Ruth 

Last Sunday, continuing our sermon series on Theology Matters, I 
ÒÅÆÅÒÒÅÄ ÔÏ 7ÉÌÌÉÁÍ 0ÌÁÃÈÅÒȭÓ ÂÏÏË A Brief History of Christian The-
ology.  In it he notes five areas of tension that have continued to 
show up in theologies throughout the ages.  I suggested these are 
spectrums on which we slide back and forth, like a pendulum, de-
pending on the context of our thoughts.   Placher says the most 
theologies are the ones that keep these poles in tension rather 
than just leaning to one side or the other.  The five areas are: 
The Humanity and/or Divinity of Jesus; Grace and Works; Spirit and 
Structure; Reason and Revelation; Church and State.   Another 
spectrum I wrestle with is Liberty and Obedience.
